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Author Guidelines in Ashur Journal For legal and political

sciences

The editorial board of the Ashur Journal for Legal and
Political Studies is pleased to accept the article from inside and
outside Iraq in the field of legal and political sciences. The
journal may not publish research that does not comply with the
principles and methodology of scientific research, We list the
following as the rules for publishing in the journal within two

axes:

The first axis/ formal norms :

First: The title of the research is fixed on the first page of it, with the
name of the researcher, his academic title and place of work written
on it. When more than one researcher participates in the research, the
names of the participants are mentioned with their full addresses. It is
also necessary to mention the CV of the researcher within five lines
and a personal photo of the researcher sent electronically with the
research via the journal's email.

Second: The research is required to be printed on one side of the paper
in (A4) format and with a number of pages not exceeding (20) pages,
except for the pages that include maps and models, provided that the

printing of the research is completed according to the appropriate page

settings. The research has a summary in both languages (Arabic and
English). The research begins with an introduction and ends with a
conclusion that includes a summary of the discussion and conclusions.
Third: The margins must be printed in the known font size and are
fixed at the end of the research before the sources or references.
Fourth: The research is sent electronically via the journal's website,
along with sending the plans to be published with it, if any, and the
size of each page of the printed research must be (18*24.5) with equal
spaces left on the sides of the page.

Fifth: The journal publishes previously unpublished research and the
researcher is notified of acceptance of publication within fifteen days
from the date of receipt of the research.

Sixth: The journal owns the publishing rights for the research
published in it and no other party may republish it or even publish its
translation except after obtaining written approval from the editor-in-
chief.

Seventh: The journal is not obligated to republish published or
unpublished research.

Eighth: The researcher bears full legal and social responsibility when
plagiarism, quotation or exploitation of the efforts of others written or
published on websites without referring to them.

Ninth: The journal has the right to publish research according to a
plan determined by the editorial board.

Tenth: The auteur bears an amount of (120$) when submitting
the article, provided that the amount is returned to him in the
event of non-acceptance for publication after deducting an

amount of (30%).

The second axis/ objective norms:

First: The subject and specialization of the article should be
within the scope of the journal.
Second: the introduction fulfills all its elements and
requirements (a clear and measurable problem, a prominent
hypothesis, a specific methodology, previous studies within the
research track, a balanced plan.

Third: The auteur's objectives should be clear in a way that cannot

be interpreted.

Fourth: The article should achieve a qualitative addition in the
field of specialization and present positive solutions to the
community.
Fifth: The results of the research accurately reflect the
researcher's effort, and the proposals do not deviate from the
scientific framework of the article.
Sixth: The achieve balance in terms of form and subject matter

Seventh: It is necessary to take account the requirements of
intellectual integrity and preserving national unity and the

supreme societal interest.
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Peer Review

In order to achieve objective and purposeful review in the
journal, the following steps are taken:
First: How are Review selected.
Second: The article arbitration process.

First: Selection of Review
One of the basic tasks of the editorial board is to select
reviewers in line with the article specialty.
The ethical values of the process of selecting Review are
(transparency, impartiality, specialization, confidentiality and
integrity).
Second: The article review process
A precise system is adopted, starting from the point of receiving
the article, through the evaluation stage, and ending with
approval or rejection for publication.
After receiving the article, it is sent to the reviewers by the
editorial board, confidentially, so that the referee does not know
the name of the article.
What are the expected recommendations after the
arbitration process?
a. Acceptance of the article for publication without making

modifications.

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B. Acceptance of the article for publication on the condition that
partial or radical modifications are made.

T. Rejection is an apology for publishing the article, indicating
the reason for the rejection

How is the article notified of the arbitration result?

The author is notified by sending him a message via e-mail about
the results of the article review. If it is accepted for publication
without modifications, or is accepted for publication on the
condition that modifications are made, or to apologize for
publishing it, the author is asked to make the modifications
suggested by the referees, send the article again, and verify that
the modifications have been made. However, making
amendments is not obligatory. The article can respond to these
amendments, but the response must be based on strong scientific
evidence mentioned by the author. When the article is accepted
for publication, the author receives a statement from the journal
that the article has been accepted for publication.

The article goes through careful arbitration and review
procedures that take from one and a half to two months until

approval is obtained for accepting the article.
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Journal Publishing Ethics

Ashur Journal of Legal and Political Sciences adopts the policies of
the Committee on Publication Ethics (COPE) as an ethical reference
in scientific research. The journal also relies on a careful arbitration
and review process by competent and competent arbitrators and strict
ethical standards to add high-quality scientific works to the field of
scientific publishing. Wrong ethical practices such as plagiarism, data
falsification, non-compliance with copyright and other issues of
scientific publishing ethics are very important to the journal, and our
editors deal with them with a "zero tolerance" policy. The following
is a selection of the most important scientific publishing ethics:

First: As a peer-reviewed scientific journal, Ashur Journal of Legal
and Political Sciences follows a strict arbitration and review process.
It provides important guidelines for reviewers and arbitrators to
ensure that there are original publications of high scientific value.
Second: Ashur Journal of Legal and Political Sciences owns the
copyright, which the author must acknowledge and that the research
is original, has not been submitted elsewhere, and does not include
elements protected by copyright.

Third: The author(s) must disclose in the research paper any
information that could be considered a potential conflict of interest
before submitting the research to the journal.

Fourth: In order for other researchers to be able to reconstruct the
research, the data and methods used must be described in sufficient
detail in the research paper so that other researchers can benefit from
the research.

Fifth: The research must not contain any information that has already
been published. If you wish to publish and include previously
published figures or images, please seek appropriate permission from
the copyright holder.




Sixth: Plagiarism involves copying text, ideas, images, or data from
another source, including your own publications, without mentioning
the source or reference. Thus, the reuse of copied content must be
placed between quotation marks and reference to the original source.
If the study design, structure, or language of the research is informed
by previous works, these works must be explicitly referred to.
Therefore, all research submitted to the journal is checked for
plagiarism. If plagiarism is detected during the review of the referees,
the work may be rejected. If plagiarism is discovered after
publication, the journal will conduct an investigation and take
appropriate action in accordance with its policy.

Seventh: Ashur Journal of Legal and Political Sciences is committed
to correcting and publishing any real errors in published research as
soon as possible after readers, authors or editors point them out. The
electronic version of the research will be corrected with a statement
of the correction date and a link to the pre-edited version. If the error
results in the invalidity of the research paper or large parts of it, the
paper will be withdrawn with an explanation of the reason for
withdrawal.

Eighth: Information obtained in the context of confidential
services, such as peer review or grant applications, should not be
used without the express written permission of the author of the
work included in these services.

Ninth: Research Paper Standards: Authors should include an
accurate description of the work completed as well as an
objective discussion of its significance. The research paper
should also contain sufficient detail and references to allow
others to expand upon it.

Tenth: Access to and retention of data: The editorial board may
ask authors to submit the raw data for their research papers for
review.

)
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Eleventh: Originality and plagiarism: Authors should ensure
that they have written entirely original research and if they use
the research or words of others, this should be cited or quoted
appropriately.

Twelfth: Duplicate or simultaneous publications: Authors
should generally not publish research papers that describe
essentially the same research in more than one journal or research
paper.

Thirteenth: Copyright: The researcher i1s committed to
credibility in copyright so that he includes in the list of authors
everyone who has a wvaluable intellectual or scientific
contribution to the research process and its outcomes. A valuable
intellectual or scientific contribution includes performing the
following four tasks together:

Fourteenth: The researcher’s participation in designing and
planning the research project, extracting or obtaining research
data, or analyzing or interpreting research data.

Fifteenth: Disclosure and conflict of interest: All authors must
disclose in their research papers any financial or other material
conflict of interest that may be interpreted as affecting the results
of their research. Accordingly, all sources of financial support
for the project must be disclosed (including the grant number or
any other reference number, if any).

Sixteenth: Material errors in published works: When the author
discovers a major error or inaccuracy in his published work, it is
the author’s duty to notify the journal editor immediately and
cooperate with the editor to withdraw or correct the paper.
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
